FERRING RESIDENTS’ AND OWNERS’ ASSOCIATION

SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING

Held on Saturday 9 May 2009.  Present 72 residents.

The Chairman (Wing Commander Les Anderson) explained that it was necessary to make a few changes to the Constitution of the Association.

1. The Association was not a residents association and did not deal with the sort of problems with which a residents association would deal.  The Association should therefore have a change of name to the Ferring Roads Scheme Association because that is what the Association was concerned with.  In fact the Association represented only two-thirds of the residents of the unadopted roads.

2. The membership clause needed to be changed to clarify that membership was open to full members (who live on the unadopted roads) while other associate members could live anywhere in the village and their contributions would be used mainly towards the funds necessary to maintain the various garden sites.

3. It was important that the roads chairman, who is the most important person of the Association should be an elected member, as should the gardens chairman.

4. The Appendix needed to be changed to reflect that everyone pays an equal contribution; that each flat-owner should pay that same rate.

5. The make-up of the Executive Committee had been changed in 1991 but it was now necessary to make further changes because so few volunteers from the village had come forward to replace committee members who, after 3 years, were due to retire.  The change of term to a longer period, of 5 years, would provide more continuity on the committee.

6. Given the complexity of road repairs and the need to assess tenders and enter into contracts, it was felt necessary that the Association should have a co-opted member of Committee who is a qualified consulting engineer.

A resident, Mr Salter, thanked the Committee for the work done on the amendments necessary to the Constitution and proposed that they should be adopted.  This was seconded by Mrs Janet Porter and the meeting unanimously agreed, by a show of hands.

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

of the Ferring Roads Scheme Association

1. Apologies received from Mr Keith Allan and Mr Chris Headon.

2. The Chairman asked the meeting whether they approved the minutes of the 2008 AGM .  Acceptance of the minutes was proposed by Mr David Metcalf and seconded by Mr Bryan McCansh and the meeting approved unanimously.

3. The following reports were read out:

(a) the chairman’s report;

(b) the road chairman’s report;

(c) the gardens’ chairman’s report.

4. The Treasurer, Mr Trevor Martin,  explained that the Association was in good financial shape and was building up its funds in case of a major repair or rebuilding which might have to take place.  He explained the accounts for 2008 and these were proposed for adoption by the meeting by Mr Ed Miller and seconded by Canon Paul Simmonds.  The meeting unanimously adopted the accounts.

5. The chairman explained that the election of officers for the executive committee for 2009-10 would be dealt with together - items 5 and 6 of the Agenda.  Mrs Sally Hutchinson and Mrs Angela Davis were retiring and they were thanked from the meeting, for their sterling work over the last 3 year period. 

 The Committee would now consist of : a) President, Mr I Phillips; (b) Chairman Wg Cdr L Anderson; (c) Vice-Chairman, Mr Dave Hammond; (d) Treasurer, Mr T Martin; (e) Secretary, Miss D Wood; (f) Membership Secretary, Mrs Janet Porter, (g) Roads Chairman, Mr Chris Headon; (h) Road Wardens Chairman, Mrs Margaret Metcalf; (i) Gardens Chairman, Mr T Hill; (j) Publicity Officer, Mr Stuart Salter; and (k) Mrs Sue Dixon.

6. The Chairman said that, once again, Mr Michael Bungard had willingly audited the Association’s accounts and he was proposing him as Honorary Auditor.  This was proposed by Mr Ed Miller and seconded by Mrs Angela Davis.

7. Any other business.  

(a) One resident said that the number of new brick driveways being put in must be contributing to the drainage problems on the roads.  Mr Bryan McCansh said that it was now the law that driveways had to be made of impermeable materials.

(b) A resident complained that there was no roundel to indicate 20 miles per hour on Somerset Road, as one came off Sea Lane.

(c) It was explained that “cold calling” was not actually illegal, despite the notices put up on the Goring Road approach to the village, but that, in any event, the police should be contacted immediately.

The meeting was declared closed at 11.30a.m.
