REPORT ON ACTIVITIES OF THE ROADS SUB-COMMITTEE DURING THE YEAR

2006/7 FOR PRESENTATION AT THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING ON 12TH MAY 2007

 

The resurfacing and repairs scheduled in my report to the Annual General Meeting in May 2006 were successfully completed plus additional small areas of resurfacing to Sark Gardens and Ferring Close.

 

Within the £55,000 budget allocation.for the 2007 works programme, the execution of which has been brought forward, is the resurfacing of Green Park, East Mead, Inglegreen Close, Guernsey Road, Somerset Road, along with the remainder of Downview Road and Downview Avenue; also sundry road repairs and drain cleansing has been carried out. At the time of writing this report the work is well in hand and by 12th of May is expected to be completed. This means we are still slightly ahead of the planned resurfacing programme. Next year should see this completed and then it will be necessary for the sub committee to turn its attention to investigating alternative methods of protecting these surfaces to ensure the roads for which we have maintenance responsibility in Ferring are kept in good order. 

 

This will be the job of our Consultant Engineer and the new members of the Roads Sub-committee as Sallie and I complete our term of office following this meeting. We are pleased to have been of service to the Association over these past three years and hope you feel our efforts have been worthwhile. Certainly, for our part, we have met a number of Ferring Residents we probably would not otherwise have come to know and found a number of friends.
