Treasurers Report 2006

Accounts self explanatory and I think easy to understand

However a couple of points to note

Income

The increase in road receipts is due to the extra efforts of the committee in chasing the non payers. To some extent this worked, however non payers still remain a problem, and it will be interesting to see if showing the source of road income will make a difference to those who continually do not pay. 
Interest on deposit increased partly due to larger sums being held on reserve.
Expenditure

1. 2006 saw a drop in expenditure of £2,000 – partly due to a drop in Professional fees and gardening expenditure. 

2. Apart from this the figures are similar to 2005, and with a larger surplus available we transferred to our Major Road Reinstatement Fund a further £10,000. We now have £60,000 held on reserve which is the bulk of the deposit held with the Halifax. 

If there are any questions I will attempt to answer them otherwise I would like to propose the adoption of the accounts for 2006.
