Minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee meeting held 

on 13th March 2007 were agreed with no matters arising.  However it was noted that there was an omission on these minutes regarding the suggestion that we publish in the Just Ferring and Parish magazines and the committee went on to discuss this.  It was decided not to use these magazines for the time being.

 Treasurer’s Report.

Clyde Fordyce handed round copies of the accounts to the end of March 2007.  As at 31st March there were 827 paid-up members.

Membership Report
Angela Davis discussed the reminder letters that will shortly be due and it was confirmed that these will be sent out after the 30th June when all subscriptions should have been paid and all the records are completely up to date.

Roads Report
Ken Mitchell was unable to attend but Sallie Suggett confirmed that a satisfactory quotation has been received from DesertPool for the programme of works for this summer.  The works will hopefully be brought forward this year to the end of April/beginning of May.
Sallie confirmed also that the contractor would be instructed to be especially careful with his customer relations so that we avoid the unfortunate problems experienced last year.

Road Warden’s Report

Janet Porter confirmed that all newsletters and AGM calling notices were delivered to wardens on the 4th April.  Both items were printed in black on white A4 paper and folded.  This caused confusion. Two wardens did not realise that there were two different items and therefore there were problems with the delivery.  As she did have spares this problem has been rectified.  

To prevent the same problem next year she requested that the newsletter be printed on coloured paper and this was agreed.

Garden’s Report

Trevor Hill was able to confirm that the new contractor has started with an initial cut and sweep in Pantiles and Ocean Drive. Routine grass cutting will now continue.

Country Centre is to quote and take on maintenance of West Sussex Sites together with advising on all areas future planting designs. (Licence approval still awaited from WSCC).

Work awaited: - Tree trimming Highdown Way and Ocean Drive. Removal of large Yucca on Ocean Drive site.

A quote has been requested from EDF for installation of electricity supply to Ocean Drive site for Christmas lighting, illuminations and feature lighting possibilities.

Landowners at Pantiles have been written to, asking what their future plans for the areas are. They have also been advised that as the garden fund reserves have now been exhausted we shall be forced to cease the service this year unless they finance this.
Parish Council has approved the funding of a replacement seat fronting the butcher’s premises together with an additional £1000 grant to the Association for ditch maintenance work. FCC has been asked to recommend planting and design suggestions.

The Parish environment group have been asked to advise on what plans they have for maintenance of Ferring Nursery planted sites in Ferring Street and Pantiles as these are outside of our control and budget provisions.
8.
Publicity
Ian Phillips confirmed that the newsletter had been despatched on schedule and he requested that all members of the committee email him their copy for future newsletters.
9.
AOB
Sally Hutchinson requested that the committee read through their emailed copy of the Minutes to check the contents before this is put on the Notice Boards and forwarded to the Website.  She also discussed the forwarding of emails from Ed Miller advising of any planning applications to ‘in fill’ in Ferring.  Les Anderson confirmed that he did forward these to the committee.

Les Anderson discussed with the committee the proposed increase of annual subscriptions.  There followed a full discussion on this matter and the committee felt that an increase to £65 for 2008 was appropriate but that we may need to increase this further in the future.  The sum of £65 was proposed by Diana Wood and seconded by Phil Marshall.
Les Anderson then handed round a letter from Mr P.H.J. Jackson regarding grass verges and the subsequent reply and this was discussed at length.

Les Anderson asked the Treasurer, Roads Member and Gardens Member to produce a report for the AGM which will subsequently be handed to Sally Hutchinson to be attached to the Minutes and be published on the website.  He also presented a list of names for members of the committee for next year and this was agreed and proposed by Sallie Suggett and seconded by Clyde Fordyce.

Members of the committee were asked to arrive at the Ferring Rifers Centre by 10 am on Saturday 12th May for the AGM, to assist with putting out chairs.
