On Tuesday 13th November 2007 were agreed with no matters arising.

3.
 Treasurer’s Report.

Trevor Martin handed round copies of the accounts to the end of November. He confirmed that there were an additional 28 subscriptions paid in November.  The Lloyds Bank account is now closed and we have opened two accounts with HBOS to avoid charges.

Membership Report
Angela Davis commented that as the last delivery of reminder letters did bring in additional subscriptions she felt it was worth the work involved.
She confirmed that the annual subscription notices are with the printers.  These will be will be passed to Janet Porter by the 15th January for the wardens to deliver

Roads Report
Chris Headon discussed with the committee the hole in the road outside the Travel Desk at the Pantiles. Southern Water have repaired one hole but a second area is still to be completed.  He confirmed that he will contact SW again the following day.  If this is not filled in by the weekend he will instruct our Consulting Engineer to fill the hole with temporary tarmac to make the area safe.
The Consulting Engineer is intending to visit FROA at the February meeting to give a talk on the new surface dressings available etc.

Two manholes in Ferringham lane are to be investigated as there is a possible problem in the old pond area due to the large volume of HGV lorries. The investigation will be made by our Consulting Engineer and also a Cleg test will be required.  A report will follow.
An outline of the roads to be repaired will be given to the committee in February after the site visit in late January 2008.
He confirmed that tarmac oil prices have increased from 9% to 12% in 2007.  Apparently we estimated 10% so he advised that the budget looks ok for 2008.

Road Warden’s Report

Janet Porter confirmed that all newsletters had been delivered to road wardens on Sunday morning and these are now being distributed.  She was pleased to report that she now has two new road wardens helping.

Garden’s Report
Trevor Hill confirmed that there are outstanding bills to follow for approximately £2000 for works this year. He has been able to keep expenditure within income. This will produce a saving compared with previous contractors who were costing £4500 per year .

Preparations for the next contract are underway under similar arrangements of two contractors.

The garden tap cover at Ocean Drive site is to be installed later this winter.

Consideration is being undertaken as to the future of East Onslow garden site maintenance with the new information as to the land ownership and unacceptable ongoing costs. Trevor will liaise with Les Anderson and Diana Wood and local residents.

Sue Dixon confirmed that she had completed her first newsletter and this was being distributed.

AOB
Ian Phillips reported that he has been approached regarding garden rubbish dumping at The Warren.  It was agreed that this was the land owners’ responsibility and we will look into who owns the land and pass on the complaint.

Les Anderson handed round to the committee a draft Notice which may be sent out to all Ferring residents jointly from the FROA and the Ferring Conservation Group.  He asked them to look at this and make any comments or suggestions as appropriate as soon as possible.
