 Treasurer’s Report.

Membership Report
Angela Davis advised the committee that she had received a letter from the new Management of Viceroy Court.  This letter was to inform the FROA committee that, having checked with the residents, they are not intending to pay the annual subscriptions. Roads Report
Chris Headon advised the committee that no problems had been reported this month.
He updated the committee on the two BT covers at Langbury Lane and Grange Park.  One of these has been repaired and BT has assured Chris that the other will be completed by the end of March.

Southern Water had advised that the valve at Ferringham Lane will be completed by the end of March.

Chris had received a request from the Builders to connect to the services at Barbary Lane and Grange Park i.e. gas, electricity, water and sewage and he has confirmed that where possible moling must be used.
He also reported that the Consultant is shortly to do his walk around the village and prices will be in from the main contractors for this year’s road programme within the next few weeks.

Garden’s Report
 Trevor Hill advised the committee that new contracts have been signed for 2008, commencing March until December with David Farley working on Ocean Drive and Clover Lane and Country Centre working on Highdown/ Ferring Street/ Langbury Lane where new planting is to be carried out this month along the western fence boundary.

With the loss of East Onslow Close garden site and the Pantiles grass cutting it is hoped to keep to the same expenditure as 2007.

Concentrated effort will be on Ocean Drive this year to keep its appearance up for the whole season. Trevor confirmed that the tap cover installation will be completed for Easter.

 Les Anderson then passed round copies of a letter that had been sent to all residents of East Onslow Close and discussed this with the committee.  The letter advised residents that due to a number of reasons, mainly our restricted budget and that the site is privately owned, a decision has been made to cease garden site work on the central island there.
