Roads Report
 Chris Headon advised the committee that it had been a very busy month. A total of 7 potholes had been reported and, as he had purchased 8 bags of macadam maxi and a hand tamp, these had been repaired. He was pleased to say that he had received an email of thanks from a resident for the speedy response to the pothole problems.

Chris gave an update on the Southern Water valve at Ferringham Lane and the two BT covers at Langbury Lane and Grange Park.  Both of these require re-bedding and the tarmac replaced asap and he has been advised that this will be done soon.

He reported that it is intended to resurface the following roads in 2008 (taken from the Rolling Programme):-

Orchard Close; Chalet Road; Chalet Gardens; Foamcourt Way; Ferring Close (part to complete) and Grange Close /Ferringham Lane (bellmouth only).

The above  should be completed mid May – mid June 2008 together with all repairs, patching etc in other roads at an approximate cost of £63,000.  This sum was agreed to by the committee.
