Ken Mitchell, who has now left the Committee, also attended to complete his report on the situation regarding the current road works.
The three new members of the Committee attending this meeting, Timothy Baldwin, Sue Dixon and Trevor Martin, were welcomed by Les Anderson.

Apologies for absence:  Trevor Hill, Chris Headon and Ian Phillips.

Minutes of the AGM held on 12th May 2007 were unanimously agreed by the committee and those minutes were proposed by Timothy Baldwin and seconded by Diana Wood

Minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee meeting held 

on Tuesday 10th April  2007 were agreed with only two matters arising.  Les Anderson confirmed that he had passed the letter received from Mr P.H.J.Jackson, regarding grass verges to the Council and the matter is now on the Agenda of the Parish Council Highways Department.  The committee also discussed the method of indicating the amount of subscription payments and non-payments when producing  future Minutes.

 Treasurer’s Report.

Timothy Baldwin passed round the accounts to the end of April 2007.  These showed that 898 members had paid their subscriptions by the 30th April 2007, which is approximately 2/3 of all members.
He discussed with the committee the decision to ask for subscription payment to be received by the end of July and the possibility of bringing this date forward as he felt that this was too long a period.  There was a full discussion on this matter and it was mentioned that if such a change was made it would need to be altered on the Constitution.

Membership Report
Angela Davis reported that she had been contacted by a resident of Viceroy Court regarding road maintenance and she is investigating this matter.

Roads Report
Chris Headon was unable to attend this meeting but Ken Mitchell attended in his absence.  He confirmed that all road works had been completed as scheduled and that in addition Green Park had also been resurfaced.  The Consulting Engineer had met with DesertPool to finalise figures and the work was within budget.  All works appear to have been completed satisfactorily apart from some small remedial work still to be done.
He confirmed that the roots of a tree in Green Park is lifting the surface of the road and for public safety and insurance reasons we have put a white line on the road round the tree.

The Contractor was unable to complete the work in Downview Road until after Whitsun and because hot bitumen was placed next to cold bitumen it left a joint which needs sealing with hot bitumen.  This will be sealed.

When Inglegreen Close was resurfaced it raised the level of the road by approximately 2” above the verges.  He confirmed that he will arrange for some topsoil and grass seed to be put down to level this off.
White lining was due to be completed on the day of the meeting but due to heavy rain he was not able to confirm if this had been completed.

Les Anderson then thanked Ken Mitchell for attending the meeting and for all his hard work and effort on behalf of the committee over the past 3 years which was much appreciated.  The committee also wished to confirm their appreciation.

Garden’s Report
Trevor Hill was unable to attend the meeting but Sally Hutchinson had received a report from him that he has now signed and agreed the contract with Ferring Country Centre for the two WSCC sites and work should be able to start later this month.  He had also received a quote for £1900 from EDF to provide a power supply to the Ocean Drive site so we will not be proceeding with this.

Publicity
Ian Phillips was unable to attend.  However Janet Porter asked if the reminder letters will go out with the Newsletter in July.  Les Anderson confirmed that the next Newsletter (summer edition) will be sent out at the end of July/beginning August and the reminder letters will go out at the same time

 The reminder letters will be printed on coloured paper and the Newsletters on white paper to avoid problems with distribution.  Committee members were asked to let Ian have their contributions to the Newsletter by the 30th June.

AOB
Timothy Baldwin suggested that we should have a representative of the Conservation Society attend committee meetings to keep the FROA and the Conservation Society in touch.  Les Anderson was able to confirm that Ed Miller does pass on any problem planning applications and  members of the Committee receive details by email.  The Committee felt it was not necessary for a member of the Society to attend FROA meetings but if a member of the Conservation Society does wish to attend we will have no objection.

The Committee discussed the point raised at the AGM regarding the Chairman’s suggestion that we plant a tree to mark the occasion of the 75th anniversary of the Association.  Phil Marshall suggested that if we do plant a tree then it should be on one of the sites that is looked after by the FROA.  Timothy Baldwin suggested that we could have an information board to commemorate the 75th anniversary with possibly photographs over the period or anything similar of interest.  This would be covered with plastic or glass like the board on Patterson’s Walk.  We could ask for assistance from the History Society. It was mentioned that vandalism could be a worry as seen with the board on Pattersons Walk .  The committee will discuss this further at the next meeting.
