Minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee meeting held 

on Tuesday 10th June 2008 were agreed with no matters arising.

 Treasurer’s Report.

Trevor Martin passed round accounts to 30th June 2008. He confirmed that the total number of subscriptions paid to the end of June is 964.

Membership Report
Angela Davis confirmed that she has now printed the Reminder Letters to be sent out to all residents who have not paid.  She passed these over to Margaret Metcalf who will arrange for these to be delivered by the Road Wardens.  Angela also discussed the possibility of someone ‘shadowing’ her as she will be leaving the committee in May 2009 having completed her three years.  She will need a replacement to take over the position of Membership Secretary and to take over the data base.

Roads Report
Chris Headon confirmed that all the programmed work and snagging is now complete and all outstanding invoices have been paid.  Again these came in under the forecasted budget. He advised the committee that gully sucking and some drain repairs as programmed are to follow later this year. He was pleased to report that he had received letters of thanks for the work carried out.

A copy of the SUDS report had been emailed to the committee for comments and a discussion about this followed.  It was confirmed that everyone considered this to be an excellent report. Les Anderson thought that due to the importance of the information contained in this report that we should send out a copy to each resident and this will be done with our next News Letter. 
 He also discussed the BT cabling in Herm Road. He has requested moleing the road which should always be requested for any work if possible.

Road Warden’s Report
Margaret Metcalf confirmed that she will pass on the Reminder Letters to all Road Wardens for distribution.
7.
Garden’s Report
Trevor Hill reported that all gardens were looking in excellent shape for the Ferring in Bloom judging day held on 30th and we await the deliberations later in the summer. Volunteers really came up trumps at Langbury Lane and at Ocean Drive and the Chairman was asked to personally thank those involved.

Further discussions with the Parish have taken place on the subject of them appointing one gardens contractor to undertake all of the Parish garden areas and to include any of our sites that are appropriate with a financial contribution from the FR&OA annual gardens budget. The benefits would be that the costs would not include VAT and would provide all year round maintenance to a higher standard that we currently can afford. It was felt that Ocean Drive site should remain under our direct control but the others could be included. The ownership of Clover Lane site should be confirmed to see whether this should be treated differently.

We need to await the final decision by the Parish but the committee was in favour of the outlined proposal and costs.

The committee discussed the No Cold Calling Notices placed on each entry to Ferring.  One is on Sea Lane and one on Goring Street.  A double glazing/window representative had been calling on residents last month despite the signs on the entrances to the village and this will be looked into.  Residents will be reminded in the next Newsletter that if they do have a cold caller then they should contact the local police.
It was decided that the next Newsletter should go out in October.

Chris Headon passed round posters for the Sea Lane Gardens Open Gardens Day on 27th July from 12 until 5 pm. The committee agreed to put these up in their gardens to publicise the event which is in aid of The Parkinson’s Disease Society.
