 Treasurer’s Report.


Clyde Fordyce was unable to attend but Les Anderson handed round copies of the accounts to the end of December 2006.  The total number of members paid is now 1115.

Membership Report
Angela Davis had nothing to report but it was discussed that the income from subscriptions last year was a great improvement on the previous year.

Roads Report
Ken Mitchell was unable to attend but he had asked Sally Hutchinson to report to the committee the following two matters:-
Quotes from West Sussex County Council for the ‘Stop’ signs where Chalet Road crosses Telgarth Road and where Jersey Road crosses Somerset Road are still awaited.  These are being obtained to compare with the quote already obtained from Desertpool Ltd.

Inspection of roads to enable us to set up our programme of road maintenance for 2007 will take place mid-late February.  At this time any matters reported to him will be looked into.  Les Anderson asked that special attention should be paid to Tamarisk Way.

Sallie Suggett reported that the Parish Council have been asked to replace the road sign at the north end of Oval Waye and also the Tamarisk Way sign.

Road Warden’s Report
Janet Porter reported that all newsletters and accounts had been delivered to Road Wardens and most of these were with residents before Christmas.

Garden’s Report
Trevor Hill circulated some calculations he had devised to assess each garden site and the current costs. From this basis he was concerned as to the level of spending and was keen to see whether the Country Centre was able to assist the Association rather than private contractors.

Contact with West Sussex County is to lead to confirming licence work on the Langbury Lane sites and to clearly identify what the Association needs to finance.

Currently no new contract had been issued for the 2007 year and a meeting is planned with the Parish Environment Group to see whether they could help financially. Trevor would then be able to report back to the next meeting on what he proposes for 2007.

Diana Wood was asked to contact Cllr David Hill, Chairman of ADC planning committee to discuss requirement for a deposit being added to all future planning applications that might adversely affect our roads."
