FERRING ROADS SCHEME ASSOCIATION

Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held in Ferring Village Hall on Tuesday 9th June 2009 at 7p.m.

Acting Chairman: Dave Hammond

Attendees: Trevor Martin, Diana Wood, Chris Headon, Trevor Hill, Margaret Metcalf and Janet Porter.

1.  Apologies: Ian Phillips, Les Anderson, Stuart Salter, Sue Dixon.

2.  Minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee meeting held on 12th May were agreed, with no matters arising.

3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin produced the monthly accounts up to the end of May.  The £66,000+ for the road works, now completed, would shortly be deducted from the substantial total.

4. Membership report
Janet now has the membership data on her computer (transferred from Angela Davis).  The committee suggested some amendments to the “reminder letter” – it should be addressed to the resident named on our database “or current resident”.  This, after approval by Les Anderson, will be distributed to non-payers during July.

With regard to the flats development at Bluewater, Sea Lane, of the 9 residents just one had paid the apportioned (i.e. to the end of 2009) £49.  It was possible that the managing agent to be appointed for the property would claim the amounts from the individual residents and then forward the amount to the Treasurer – if this was not satisfactory, each individual flat-owner would be sent a reminder letter; Trevor Martin would pursue this and liaise with Janet. 

 At the start of the development, the company had deposited £3,000 with Bennet Griffin, solicitors, in case they damaged the road surface.  Chris Headon was satisfied that the company had rendered the road surface well and the money should now be released from the solicitors. Trevor Martin would find out whether the company wanted to deduct their £65 from this amount and would liaise with Diana Wood so that she could instruct the solicitors. 

5.  Roads Report

Chris Headon reported that Drivepoint had completed the roads re-surfacing.  There were still 2 drains in Beehive Lane which needed to be raised and the 20mph roundel at Somerset Road needed to be re-painted.  There had been very few complaints from residents and, for once, many appreciative remarks.

Chris said that in 2010 the work would be concerned mainly with drainage gulleys, though there would probably need to be some road patches.  He asked committee members to think about the possibility of painting unobtrusive speed restrictions on some of the main roads, like Ferringham and Beehive Lane where drivers were going much faster than 20mph.  This would be discussed at further meetings.

Chris had had some dialogue with residents near Berkeley Court and Brook Lane, but the pavement in question was not part of the Association’s scheme and we could not assist.

The chairman proposed a big vote of  thanks to Chris for his organising and supervision of the works.

6. Road Warden’s Report

Margaret Metcalf reported that she had received the newly printed constitution back from the printers, so it would be available for distribution to the residents with other papers in July.  Margaret was thanked for her colourful “Welcome to Ferring” leaflet and instructed to ask the printers to produce 100 copies, which road wardens would distribute to new residents.

7. Gardens Report

Trevor Hill said that Ferring Nursersies were neglecting, in particular, the Langbury Lane site.  We now shared the contract with the Parish Council and Ferring Nurseries and Trevor would be going round our various garden sites with a member of the Parish Council to see what work, such as edge-cutting and weeding, had not been done and then they would go back to the company.

8. Publicity

Stuart Salter’s e-mail address would be sent to committee members so that, by 1 July, they could send him a paragraph or two in respect of their Association functions, for the July newsletter.
