Minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee meeting held 

on 13th February 2007 were agreed with the following matters arising:-
Janet Porter apologised that in her report she mentioned the road just outside the driveway of 2 Downview Avenue has crumbled.  This should read Downview Road.

The Committee discussed the point raised at the last meeting regarding the possibility of a ‘business rate’ from large businesses in the Village to cover the damage caused by delivery lorries.  It was decided to write to all businesses when we send out our ‘request for subscriptions’ to ask them if they would undertake to voluntarily make an extra payment.

The Committee discussed the matter raised at the last meeting regarding the legal status of the roads in Ferring and the responsibility for them by the various authorities including the police.  Les Anderson advised that the Parish Council Highways have this on the agenda of their next meeting on 28th April and he will be attending this meeting.
The Committee then had a general discussion regarding the status of roads in the Village and a Fact Sheet prepared by W.S.C.C. for Ferring Parish Council was handed to everyone for information.

Les Anderson reported that letters have been delivered to all residents of Polperro Close and Langbury Close, advising them that these roads are at risk of being excluded from the road maintenance scheme.  If they fail to meet our criteria in 2007 they will be considered for expulsion in January 2008.

 Treasurer’s Report.

Clyde Fordyce handed round copies of the accounts to the end of February 2007.  The total number of subscriptions paid to the end of March is 778.  This is a higher proportion than last year and indicates that approximately two thirds of members have paid their subscription.

Roads Report
Ken Mitchell reported that, following the annual inspection by our Consultant Engineer of the roads we are responsible for maintaining, a resurfacing programme comprising Somerset Road, East Mead, Guernsey Road, Inglereen Close, the remainder of Downview Avenue and Downview Road was proposed and approved by the Committee.

 

Repairs, road marking and drain cleansing will also be carried out within the budget of £55,000.

 

The Committee agreed that the works contract should be negotiated by our Consultant with DesertPool on the basis of their tender for last year provided an acceptable result was obtained.  Otherwise tenders are to be invited in selected competition. If possible the works will be scheduled for execution before the AGM in May.

Road Warden’s Report

Janet Porter reported that most road wardens have now checked numbers of properties in roads as requested and this information has been passed on to Angela Davis.  The wardens are ready to deliver newsletters and calling notices later this month when they are available.

Garden’s Report
Trevor Hill reported the current situation regarding the appointment of a new contractor and the general position regarding work to be done on the gardens this year. He confirmed that he would be able to give more information at the next meeting.

Ian Phillips advised the Committee that he needed further copy from them to complete the newsletter.  Once this is received he will be ready to go to the printers and the newsletters will be passed to Janet Porter ready for the road wardens to deliver with the calling notice.
He confirmed that the boards are up to date but mentioned that they may need attention as they are getting very hard to open.
