1. Apologies Chris Headon.

2.  Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held on 8th November were agreed. 
3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin had prepared accounts down to the end of November; the Association had received £80,000, which is thought to be a record.  It was agreed that the village estate agents would be given a stack of leaflets for distribution to new purchasers in FRSA roads in Ferring which would explain what FRSA does.  Margaret and Trevor would liaise on this.

4. Membership report
Janet Porter said she now had 1279 properties on the database; just 147 had not paid.  The following roads are fully paid up:

Alderney Road, April Close, Beehive Lane, Beehive Close, Cedar Close, Chalet Gardens, Draycliff Close, Elverlands Close, Ferring Marine, Florida Gardens, The Grove, Guernsey Road, Highdown Way, Inglegreen Close, Letchworth Close, The Maples, Ocean Close, Park Drive, Polperro Close, St Helier Road, St Malo Close, Sark Gardens, Sea Lane Close, Tamarisk Way and The Warren.

5.Roads Report

Chris Headon had left a report to the effect that all the white lining had been completed and those marks not repainted will be refreshed in the 2012 road surface programme.

 Greenways Crescent residents had cut back some of the overhanging foliage, so the Dudmans sweeper was able to clean there and had swept the rest of FRSA roads. The gulleys in the Crescent would be cleared out in the 2012 programme.  The roads committee would be walking the road in March to see if any other areas need to be included in the proposed programme which would start in April.  He praised both the water board (which is fitting water meters) and the gas board in north Ferring for moling under the roads and for keeping damage to the roads to a minimum.  He thanked the road wardens for reporting back any problems.

6.  Road Warden’s Report

Feona said she had delivered all the thank you Christmas cards to the road wardens – the Committee agreed that the cost of the cards (£12) should be taken from our funds.

7.  Gardens Report

Peter Sims had been in touch with Peter England because Ferring Nurseries needed to increase their charges for our garden sites by another £45 for the Association contribution.  The Committee agreed that this was still a fair price and authorised the increase.  Peter will ask Ferring Nurseries to give an estimate to repair/replace the wooden box surround outside Best One on the grass at the Pantiles so a decision could be made as to whether we would continue to maintain it, given that none of the shops made any financial contribution towards it.  The Committee agreed that Dave Farley should be given a similar increase to Ferring Nurseries (i.e. 3%) for his gardening work at the Ocean Drive site.

It was agreed that under our constitution, our Association had no interest in the proposed works to the village green.

9. AOB

The Parish Council had asked whether our Association wished to take part or have a stand in the marquee planned for the Queen’s Jubilee.  The matter would be further considered at the next meeting.
