Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held in the Village Hall on Tuesday 10th January 2012 at 7p.m.

1. Apologies Dave Hammond.

2.  Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held on 13th December 2011 were agreed.
3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor had prepared accounts down to the end of 2011; there were currently funds in hand of  £120,000+.  This will  make up for the extra money spent on the roads in 2011. The income for the garden sites was up by £800+.  The accounts were now with Michael Bungard for auditing.

4. Membership report
Janet Porter said that of the 1279 properties, just 116 residents had not paid their contribution.

5.Roads Report

Chris Headon raised the matter of cleaning out the ditch at the South Ferring shops.   It currently has a lot of silt, weeds and mud. As the culvert under the road has now partly cleared itself, it is important to keep the water flowing, which will save later expense.  Chris was asked to get an estimate.

He reported that the road sweepers had swept the roads and the white lining and 20 mph lines had been replenished (apart from those roads in the 2012 works programme). Those roads will be Ocean Drive, South Drive and areas of Highdown Way; Chris has already marked them with yellow marker paint so that contractors can send in their estimates for the work.

Chris had been in touch with a resident in Orchard Close who had complained of other vehicles blocking his driveway.  This is not a matter within the remit of the Association and, although a white line would have no legal effect, the resident was advised that he could paint one on his land at his own expense.

The committee agreed the 5-year rolling roads programme.  Works should start in mid-April.

6.  Road Warden’s Report

Feona said she had several wardens going away on holiday at the end of January – when the contribution notice and newsletter would need to be delivered.  Chris Headon thought he and Dave Hammond would be able to help with deliveries.

7.  Gardens Report

Peter Sims said that the Parish Council had confirmed with Ferring Nurseries for a 3% increase in the price for the garden sites to be maintained.  Dave Farley would continue to maintain the Ocean Drive site and was content with the salary he received in 2011.

8. Publicity

Stuart Salter said he would like a separate roads report to go in the notice boards, alongside the minutes, because this would show residents how and where their money was spent.  Chris agreed to work with Margaret on such a report.
