FERRING ROADS SCHEME ASSOCIATION

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

Held on Saturday 8th May 2010.  Present 59 residents.

The Chairman (Wing Commander Les Anderson) welcomed residents to the meeting.

1. Apologies received from and Mr Chris Headon, Mrs Sue Dixon, Mr Trevor Hill, Miss Janice Reynolds, Mrs. Joan Parsons, Mrs Angela Simmonds, Mr and Mrs Hardman, Mr Ian Phillips, Mrs Janet Porter and Mr Stuart Salter.

2. The Chairman asked the meeting whether they approved the minutes of the 2009 AGM .  Acceptance of the minutes was proposed by Mr David Metcalf and seconded by Miss Feona Clarke and the meeting approved unanimously.

3. The following reports were read out:

(a) the chairman’s report;

(b) the road chairman’s report;

(c) the gardens’ chairman’s report.

4. The Treasurer, Mr Trevor Martin commented on the accounts up to December 2009:

(a) Income.  The Association’s overall income in 2009 was £1,148 less than in 2008 largely due to the lower interest rates on our capital.  90% of residents had paid their contributions.

(b)  Expenditure.  During 2009 the 10 year roads rolling programme was completed one year early and the Association spent an additional £45,000 on gulley and drainage work (for which we obtained a 20% discount, plus a lower rate of VAT by virtue of those works being completed in 2009.

(c)  Outlook for 2010.  The reserve capital was depleted by £43,335 at the beginning of 2010 and so there will be a budget of only £5,000 allocated for minor road repairs during 2010 in order to get the reserves back to £100,000.

The accounts had been audited and these were proposed for adoption by the meeting by Mr Ed Miller and seconded by Mr Roger Wilde.  The meeting unanimously adopted the accounts.

5. The chairman explained that the election of officers for the executive committee for 2010-2011 would be dealt with together - items 5 and 6 of the Agenda.

The Committee would now consist of : a) President, Mrs Sue Dixon; (b) Chairman, Mrs M Metcalf; (c) Vice-Chairman, Mr Dave Hammond; (d) Treasurer, Mr T Martin; (e) Secretary, Miss D Wood; (f) Membership Secretary, Mrs Janet Porter, (g) Roads Chairman, Mr Chris Headon; (h) Road Wardens Chairman, Miss Feona Clarke (i) Gardens Chairman, Mr T Hill; and (j) Publicity Officer, Mr Stuart Salter.

6. The Chairman said that, once again, Mr Michael Bungard had willingly audited the Association’s accounts and he was putting him forward as Honorary Auditor for 2010-2011.  This was proposed by Canon Paul Simmonds and seconded by Mrs S Melbourne.

7. Any other business. 

(a) Mr Ed Miller proposed a vote of thanks for the 10 years of dedicated service which Wing Commander Les Anderson had put in as Chairman of the Association.  Loud applause. 

(b) One resident said that if we did not receive much encouragement from the Parish Council or Arun District Council it was possibly because so few Ferring residents attended their public meetings.

(c)Pressure should be put on Arun District Council and West Sussex County Council to sort out the problem of enforcing road traffic laws on our roads.  Nearly 100 residents had replied to the questionnaire we had sent out with the calling paper for the AGM and wished us to continue with our efforts with these councils. 

(d) One resident suggested that we might draw up a petition to request West Sussex County Council to make a Traffic Regulation Order for Ferring roads which at present did not have an enforceable speed limit.

The meeting was declared closed at 10.55a.m.
