FERRING ROADS SCHEME ASSOCIATION

Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held in Ferring Village Hall on Tuesday 13th April 2010 at 7p.m.

1.  Apologies Ian Phillips, Sue Dixon and Janet Porter.

2. Minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee meeting held on 9th March were agreed.  No matters arising.

3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin circulated the accounts to the end of March, which showed a healthy position.  Subscriptions amounting to £56,100 had been collected already, better than this time last year.

4. Membership report
Janet had sent her report to the effect that she listed 1262 members, comprising 1151 residents, 97 agents, 14 social services and, additionally, 12 associate members.  818 residents had paid their subscriptions to date.

5. Roads Report

Chris Headon produced a report of the small amount of roadworks for 2010.  He explained that the manhole covers at the Hollyhocks residences at the end of Rife Way, had not been properly laid; and the builder had gone bankrupt. It would cost £825 to rectify the position.  Although this was not the responsibility of the FRSA the Committee felt that it was such a safety concern and no other body was likely to put the matter right. So, as a gesture of goodwill, Chris would arrange for the necessary works to be put in place.  Also there was a broken drain in Little Paddocks Way/Beehive Lane.   Again this was dangerous for pedestrians as well as motorists and as a measure of goodwill, we would rectify this, but a letter would be written to each of the residents in the Way explaining that this was not our responsibility but theirs, and it was only because of the possibility of an accident that FRSA was putting the matter right.

The Committee also agreed that road sweeping should be undertaken after the leaves had fallen, late in the year.  A committee member would tell the sweepers when the work needed to be done, as Chris would be away.

6.  Road Warden’s Report

Margaret Metcalf had been helped by Feona Clarke to sort out the calling notice and other papers and the bundles had gone out to the road wardens and been distributed.  Les would go back to the printers and ask for more copies of the Welcome to Ferring leaflet.

7.  Gardens Report

Trevor Hill finally had confirmation from Ferring Parish Council that a contract for 2010 had been negotiated with Ferring Nurseries.  As agreed, FRSA would contribute 3 x £500 towards the cost of their gardeners maintaining the garden sites.  David Farley had agreed to continue with the work on the Grove and Ocean Drive sites.

Trevor had been in touch with Roger Frost about the narrowing of The Warren roadway opposite the pond.  The overhanging trees needed to be cut back but it still was not clear how much the contractor would do when the development next to White Thorne was started (this was not likely to happen in 2010).  The amount of debris to be taken off the road was huge as it included garden waste from a nearby house.  The Committee felt that this really was for the Parish Council and not for FRSA and Trevor would make this clear to Roger Frost.

8. Publicity

Stuart Salter had nothing to report.

9.AOB
(a) Mr Barnes had written to ask if we could have sleeping policemen installed on the roads.  A reply would be sent explaining that sleeping policemen had to be lit at night and there was no lighting on our roads, so it was not a possibility.

(b) Chris Green of Milbury House had asked whether Milbury Close road could be included in our Roads Scheme.  The Chairman had pointed out to him that under the Constitution the road had to be up to a certain standard before we would take it on; simply to fill in the potholes was totally insufficient.

10.  AGM and new Committee

The possible Executive Committee for 2010-2011, proposed by the Chairman Les Anderson and seconded by the Secretary Diana Wood is:

These names would be submitted to the AGM (under Rule 7.1 of the Constitution) for election.  

This leaves one further vacancy to be filled. 

Our solicitors were confirmed as Bennett Griffin; our road consultants as Highways Associates and the honorary auditor as Michael Bungard.

It is with great regret that our Chairman of many years, Les Anderson, is permanently retiring.  He has done sterling work over the years and been a first-class Chairman. Margaret Metcalf thanked him and gave him a present from the Committee as a small recognition of his commitment to FRSA.
