FERRING ROADS SCHEME ASSOCIATION

1. Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held in the Village Hall on Tuesday 12th April at 7p.m.

Chairman: Mrs Margaret Metcalf

2. Attendees: Diana Wood, Trevor Martin, Feona Clarke, Trevor Hill and Peter Sims.  A resident, Mr Ray Hoare attended as an observer.

3.  Apologies Chris Headon, Janet Porter, Dave Hammond, Sue Dixon and Stuart Salter.
4. Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held on 8th March (kindly taken by Dave Hammond) were agreed.  Matters arising:  Feona Clarke confirmed that all the calling notices for the AGM had been delivered to residents.  No meeting of the Highways Committee (as mentioned in para. 9(2) of A.O.B.) had taken place.

3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin  produced the accounts to the end of March and said that more monies had been received than the comparable time last year.  Given the need to obtain some sort of interest on our funds he suggested that £50,000 should be transferred into the Bank of Scotland account, which does pay a very low (but the best there is on the market) rate of interest.  Trevor would also look into the possibility of residents being able to pay their contributions by internet banking as some residents had asked about this.  He also pointed out that our Bond will come up for renewal in August and he will look into the possibility of re-investing it, perhaps for a longer term, in order to get a little more interest.  He would need to confirm this approach with Chris Headon after Chris has prepared his report for the next 10 years.

4. Membership report
In Janet Porter’s absence (due to sickness) she sent a report which stated that of the 1278 properties in the Scheme, 1149 were owned by individual residents, 97 were properties leased out by agents and there were various Social Security residents and associate members (11 of whom had paid their contribution).  Altogether 848 subscriptions have been received (30 payments ahead of this time last year).

5. Roads Report

1. In Chris Headon’s absence, Peter Sims said that the gas works in Jersey Road had finally been completed by the Gas Board.  Also Dave Hammond had filled in a pothole in Elverlands Close. 

6.  Road Warden’s Report

Feona had nothing to report.

7.  Gardens Report

Trevor Hill asked the Treasurer to ensure that the £500 to the Parish Council should be paid (as the January 2011 payment) as the Council and Ferring Nurseries were thought to be in negotiation for the garden sites contract.

2. Peter Sims reported that the sites are looking good.  At the Ocean Drive site the dead tree will need to be removed, unless it shows signs of life in the next few weeks, and he would get estimates for the work.

4. Southern Water had again failed to answer properly the request from the Parish Council to clarify which parts of the drainage/sewage network was most at risk in South Ferring or to give any indication that they had  plans to cope with any future breakdowns of the system, given the panic measures which arose from the Patterson’s Walk breakdown.  Trevor Hill would work with Diana to write again to the Parish Council to get better clarification of future works because it matters to our programme of works if the road surface is going to be disturbed by Southern Water.

5. Ferring in Bloom is going ahead.  We will not be entering our garden sites but the committee agreed to send £75 to the organisers, because the main sponsor had withdrawn and the organisation was short of funds for small prizes, in the hope that it might go towards a prize for best verge, or something similar.

6. Margaret Metcalf proposed that Wing Commander Les Anderson should be invited to become our President (as Sue Dixon was not standing again); this was seconded by Trevor Hill and heartily agreed by the rest of the committee.  The 2011-2012 Committee was proposed by Margaret and seconded by various members of the committee, as follows: President: Wg Cdr Les Anderson; Chairman, Mrs Margaret Metcalf; Vice-Chairman, Mr Dave Hammond; Treasurer, Mr T Martin; Secretary, Miss D Wood; Membership Secretary, Mrs Janet Porter; Roads Chairman, Mr Chris Headon; Road Wardens Chairman, Miss Feona Clarke; Gardens Chairman, Mr Peter Sims; Publicity Officer, Mr Stuart Salter.
