1.  Apologies Chris Headon..
2. Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held on 12th July were agreed.

3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin distributed a copy of the accounts down to 31 July.  The reminder letters had had some effect and more contributions had been made.

4. Membership report

6.  Road Warden’s Report

Feona reported that David Copeland, who had been an excellent distributor for several years, had had to resign.  Mr Ray Hall had taken over the round.

7.  Gardens Report

Peter Sims reported that the dead trees had been cleared away from the Ocean Drive site and that a decision would have to be made about re-planting, or leaving the area bare.   He said that Himalayan balsam was growing in the Langbury Lane site and he would be speaking to Ferring Nurseries about its removal as it was one of the fast-growing weeds which has to be properly removed.  The corner of Malcolm Close, which impeded the sight-line, had been cut down by a nearby resident.  It was certainly better for pedestrians and motorists.

8. Publicity

Nothing to report.  Stuart suggested that before resurfacing or drainage repairs were undertaken in a particular road, it might be an idea (to encourage them to pay their contribution) if each resident was sent a letter explaining that the works would have cost £1,000+ if they had had to undertake the work themselves.  He felt that residents did not understand the true cost of these repairs which, by comparison with an annual £65 contribution, would otherwise be enormously expensive.  This idea would be considered further.

9. AOB

The deplorable state of the Warren Pond was raised.  It is almost stagnant and the ducks have left.  It was thought that it was now the responsibility of the Parish Council, but the Secretary would check whether they now had ownership and responsibility for keeping it clean and tidy.
