2. Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held on 9th November were agreed. 
3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin had sent copies of the accounts up to the end of November. There was nothing unusual to report.

4. Membership report

7.  Gardens Report

Trevor Hill said that the contract for the gardener, David Farley, will start again in January 2011 for the next 12 months.  He still had not heard from the Parish Council that they would proceed with Ferring Nurseries, but it was expected that this would happen.

He also pointed out that one of the trees in the Ocean Drive site was dead, and possibly a second one and a decision will have to be made as to whether or not they should be replaced.

8. Publicity

Stuart Salter had produced a colourful Christmas greetings notice, which he would put up in the 3 boards.  The Committee was still undecided what font size should be used on Association paper; the matter would be reconsidered at the next committee meeting.

9.AOB

Some residents had complained that our roads were not gritted during the snow.  The Association is responsible only for the maintenance of the roads, which does not include gritting.  Dave Hammond agreed to ask Benton Weatherstone’s for a price for gritting the main roads through the village so that residents could be informed of the actual costings.  The information would be put on the notice boards.
