Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held in Ferring Village Hall on Tuesday 13th July 2010 at 7p.m.

1.  Apologies Sue Dixon, Dave Hammond, Trevor Hill and Peter Sims.

2. Minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee meeting held on 8th June were agreed. 
3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin circulated the accounts to the end of June.  During June we had received £2,353 by way of contributions and had had to pay out £151.55 on insurance.  Trevor explained that our £50,000 Santander Bond was up for renewal on 1 August and from his efforts so far, it looked as though we would renew the Bond with Santander as he had not found a better rate of interest than the 2.5% we were currently getting.  He will open a corporate deposit account with the Bank of Scotland with £60,000 which will attract only 0.5% interest, but, again, so far this was the best rate he had been offered.

4. Membership report
Janet Porter said that 44 residents had paid in June/July, making a total of 994 so far, which was better than the figure for June 2009.  After some discussion the Committee agreed the letter to be sent to the 250 or so residents who had not so far paid this year.

5. Roads Report

Chris Headon said that the white lining on the roads had been completed and virtually all outstanding tasks had been completed.

With regard to the manhole cover and drain on the verge near Little Paddocks Way and Beehive Lane, the Committee agreed that, as a gesture of goodwill, we would pay some of the costs of repairing the drain if the residents of Little Paddocks Way agreed to pay the balance. The secretary would write to the Secretary of Paddocks Way (Ferring) Ltd.

6.  Road Warden’s Report

Feona Clarke had nothing to report.

7.  Gardens Report

The Association had paid its agreed £500 to Ferring Parish Council for Ferring Nurseries to continue maintaining the garden sites.

8. Publicity

It was agreed that there was not enough news to merit the publication of a newsletter and that the one to be sent out at the end of the year would be shortened and have just two main reports – the roads and the gardens.  Stuart Salter would come up with some ideas on layout, probably leaving the final page of A5 to list the names of Committee members.

a) The out-of-date and very shabby FROA board at the end of Beehive Close would be removed.

b) The Committee considered a request by a resident for hatching or some other remedy to be put on the road junction of Clover Lane and Ferringham Lane where it was so difficult and narrow for pedestrians to get across Clover Lane because of traffic sweeping round the corner.  Chris Headon could not think of any such measures which would be effective.  It was obviously helpful that the hedge was kept trimmed back so that there was somewhere for pedestrians to wait.
