1. Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held in the Village Hall on Tuesday 14th June at 7p.m.

3.  Apologies Stuart Salter and Les Anderson.
4. Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held on 3rd May were agreed.  In respect of the minutes of the AGM held on 7th May (item 8(b)) a resident had requested that there should be available at the following AGM a schedule of road works for the next year (not 5 years, as minuted).  Chris Headon is preparing a 5year schedule of works and something on these lines will be available. 

3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin told us that internet banking for the Association is up and running.  Drivepoint will be paid by this means for the £20,000+ drainage works which have just been completed.  The committee agreed that the second instalment of £500 should be paid to the Parish Council as our contribution to the Ferring Nurseries contract for specific garden sites.  The committee also agreed that when the £75,000+ Bond for the Major Roads Reinstatement Fund comes up for renewal in August, this amount should be made up out of the general fund to £80,000 and that amount should be re-invested in the most profitable Bond.  Trevor hoped to have various details in time for the July meeting.

4. Membership report
Janet Porter said 1278 properties had paid their contribution, including 11 associate members.  A reminder letter would be sent out to those who had not paid, towards the end of July and would include details of direct banking for those who wished to pay by that method.

5. Roads Report

Chris Headon will be walking round the roads with Drivepoint on Thursday 16th June.  The drainage survey from Jersey Road to Little Paddocks had been completed and surface water was now draining off satisfactorily into the Little Paddocks pond.   The drainage works and white lining will be completed within the next couple of weeks.

Chris has worked out a white lines programme, to the effect that all white lines will have been repainted within a 2 year period.   He has also done a massive exercise of measuring all the roads so that it will be much easier for anyone taking over from him in future.  The Committee is extremely grateful to Chris for this exercise, which took many hours to complete.  Chris said that 95% of our roads probably had 20years life in them and only 5% (i.e. 10 roads) would need attention within the next 5 years.  He is working on a 5year rolling programme of works on which the Committee will need to make decisions early in 2012.

9. Peter Sims reported that he will be getting quotes for the removal of 2 trees in the Ocean Drive site (in the region of £130 + V.A.T. each) and he will be making a decision about entering the Ocean Drive site in the Ferring in Bloom competition.

10. AOB

The Parish Flyer (no. 22) for Ferring Parish Council – Summer 2011 mentioned the 3 incidents of failure of the sewage line running parallel to Pattersons Walk last winter, but failed to mention that West Sussex County Council was still not prepared to do anything about the broken outfall at the end of Sea Lane, next to the Bluewater flats, which, of course, causes back- up of surface water up Sea Lane  and causes problems for the Association’s drainage.
