FERRING ROADS SCHEME ASSOCIATION

Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held in Ferring Village Hall on Tuesday 9th March 2009 at 7p.m.

1.  Apologies Stuart Salter and Trevor Martin

2. Minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee meeting held on 9th February were agreed.  Matters arising:

(a) The chairman had written to our insurance brokers regarding civil liability in the event of someone having an injury as a result of walking on our snow-covered roads.  He had made it clear that FRSA was a co-operative society set up to maintain the surface of the roads, that the Society was not a road manager for the purposes of the Road Traffic Acts.  On that basis the advice from the insurers indicated that if FRSA was not responsible for things on the surface of the roads (snow, abandoned vehicles etc) there was no liability in the event of someone slipping and hurting themselves.  The advice seemed to imply that this was the case even if a frontager had attempted to clear away the snow.

(b) The chairman had asked the chairman of Ferring Parish Council, Brian McCansh to arrange a round-table meeting with people from WSCC legal department, Arun DC and the Parish to thrash out the problem of the legal speed limit on our roads, abandoned cars, sight lines, etc.; to date no such meeting had been arranged.

(c) The outfall at the end of Sea Lane, Ferring, was definitely broken but Chris Headon had arranged for one of his BAM engineers to make a quick inspection and the figure he came up with, provisionally, was £20,000 to rectify the situation; far less than the £1.5million that WSCC had been speaking about.  Chris Headon would continue to press WSCC that the work should not therefore be postponed until such time as the allocation of their budget could pay for it; the outfall, when mended, will be of benefit to Ferring residents living in Sea Lane, as it takes all the surface water into the sea.

3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin had done the accounts up to the end of March (which were circulated) but he was away and had not been able to credit the numerous subscriptions received during the month, but those were about £10,000. 

4. Membership report
Janet Porter said that 5 Brook Lane had disappeared as a separate residence and was now part of Benton Weatherstone’s.  Nothing else to report.

5. Roads Report

Chris Headon wanted to put on record that all the utility companies (like EDF) who were in the process of digging up our roads in order to replace electrical junctions which had been immersed in water, had all contacted him before the works started, which was very satisfactory.

6.  Road Warden’s Report

Margaret Metcalf had nothing to report.

7.  Gardens Report

Trevor Hill still had no confirmation that Ferring Parish Council had completed a contract with Ferring Nurseries for 2010.  David Farley had agreed to continue with the work which he did on the garden sites.

8. Publicity

Stuart Salter was away but each committee member needed to give him their contribution for the news letter which would go out with the calling notice for the AGM.

9.AOB
The chairman would reply to Mr Allen’s long email to the effect that the flats comprising Berkeley Court would continue to be asked for contributions towards the cost of maintaining the roads because they front Ferringham Lane and are therefore within the scheme.  He would repeat that there is no north/south divide within the village.
