FERRING ROADS SCHEME ASSOCIATION

Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held in Ferring Village Hall on Tuesday 11th May 2010 at 7p.m.

1.  Apologies Sue Dixon, Chris Headon, Trevor Hill and Stuart Salter.

2. Ruth Kenwood wished to speak about the chains her neighbours had put through the “dragon’s teeth” in Greenways Crescent which restricted her from going on their verge, which was actually vested in the Crown Estates Commission.  The chairman explained that the  matter of verges was not within our constitution and we were unable to help except to suggest she spoke to her neighbour about the problem.

3. Minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee meeting held on 13th April and of the AGM on 8th May were agreed.  No matters arising.

3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin circulated the accounts to the end of April and explained that the £61,687 we had already collected from subscriptions was better than at the same time last year.  The gardening income had substantially increased.

4. Membership report
Janet Porter said that 3 new associate members had joined (there were now 15).  905 residents had now paid up.

5. Roads Report

Chris Headon had left a report to the effect that all the repairs had been completed last week, there just some white ligning to be done. 

6.  Road Warden’s Report

Feona Clarke reported that Daphne Carter had offered to deliver to associate members in Langbury Lane; Dave Hammond offered to deliver to Brook Lane north.

7.  Gardens Report

Peter Sims would be going with Trevor Hill round the various garden sites when Trevor returned from holiday.  Janet Porter said that it appeared that the site at Highdown Way had been overlooked because it had not been weeded and was very untidy.  She said the neighbours would be willing to do the work themselves and put their plants there if no-one was going to do it.  Peter Sims would take the matter up with Trevor and see whether Ferring Nurseries had forgotten the site.

8. Publicity

It was suggested that photographs of Ferring should be included in the boards as they brightened things up.  Chris Headon would be asked to remove the tatty wooden board (for FROA) which was still in position in Clover Lane.

9.AOB
(a) Diana Wood explained that she had now had a letter from the legal department of West Sussex County Council and it seemed that the most practical way forward would be to press for a new 20mph speed limit throughout all the village roads (excluding Sea Lane, Ferring, Ferring St and Langbury Lane.)   This would mean asking the Parish Clerk to send out a referendum to Ferring Residents to see whether there was general agreement.  If there was, a new Order would need to be enacted. She would write to the Parish Clerk.

(b) The questionnaire, which we had sent out with the calling notice for the AGM had been returned by 117 residents – every one was in favour of 20mph, but it was doubtful if this would be enough for WSCC to proceed with making an Order, without a referendum.

(c) A resident had complained about the difficulty of parking in Barbary Lane now that the new bungalows had been completed.  The chairman would reply that it was not a matter we could take up and that he should speak to his opposite neighbours.
