3. Treasurer’s Report

5.Roads Report

Chris Headon said that the wet weather had prevented the white lining from being done, but it was re-scheduled for 14th November.   The Gas Board are changing the metal supply pipes to plastic in North Ferring and he is monitoring their works and the necessary backfilling.  In a few weeks time it will be necessary to ask Dudmans to sweep up the fallen leaves.   Despite the recent heavy rain, the newly cleaned out drains and soakaways had coped and no flooding had been reported on our roads.  Certainly the ditch on the north side of Ferringham Lane (opposite the South Ferring shops) was emptying out well and the silt deposits showed that the drains back to the Little Paddocks pond, were gradually being cleared out.  Mr Jackson of Orchard Close had complained that his driveway was being blocked by parked cars.  Two committee members had been to the Close at least 4 times and had seen no signs of other cars, and, in any event, obstruction by blocked cars is not within the remit of this Association.

6.  Road Warden’s Report

Feona said she had sent out the reminder letters to her wardens, apart from Stuart Salter, who was away.  She herself had had to deliver several roads and Dave Hammond offered to help out with the additional drops.  The committee approved the idea of sending thank you cards at Christmas to all our wardens who delivered our material so promptly.  Margaret Metcalf would let Feona have the cards.
