Minutes of the Executive Committee meeting held in Ferring Village Hall on Tuesday 12th October 2010 at 7p.m.

1.  Apologies Sue Dixon, Trevor Martin, Stuart Salter, Trevor Hill and Peter Sims.

2. Minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee meeting held on 10th August were agreed. 
3. Treasurer’s Report

Trevor Martin sent copies of the accounts for the months of August and September.  The contractors Dudmans have agreed the figures for sweeping the roads etc and an account for this work has been set up.

The Committee agreed that the usual amount of £50 would be sent to the Royal Legion for the poppy wreath for Remembrance Day.

4. Membership report
Janet Porter said that out of the 1277 properties within the Scheme, 1084 had now paid up.

5. Roads Report

Chris Headon said during 2011 the roads likely to be re-surfaced are Sea Lane Close and Elverlands Close, which the Committee agreed.  Further drainage repairs would be necessary round the village but, with the road re-surfacing, the provisional budget of £50,000 would be slightly exceeded.  The Committee accepted this.  Ditch clearance needs to be addressed, particularly the area from the south Ferring shops to the Rife.  Diana agreed to write to the residents concerned to see whether they would be willing to do the work themselves.

In St Michael’s Close, off Langbury Lane, only one of the three new properties has been sold so any decision whether or not to admit that Close to our Scheme would need to wait until all the properties had been sold.

6.  Road Warden’s Report

Feona Clarke said that Pat Hutter had had to retire from being a road warden, but Pat Birt had offered to take her place.  Feona also reported that the EDF electrical boxes in Downview Road had some grass-filled, uneven slabs leading up to them, which were an eyesore.  However Chris Headon has established that this is problem for EDF, and not the Association.

7.  Gardens Report

Peter Sims reported that all the garden sites were in reasonable shape.  Ferring in Bloom had awarded the Ferring St site (by the Council offices) a silver award; Ocean Drive had been given a silver gilt award and a gold award was given to the Langbury Lane site.  All thanks to Trevor Hill, Dave Farley and Ferring Nurseries for their splendid effort on behalf of the village.

8. Publicity

The final version of the winter newsletter, prepared by Margaret Metcalf, was approved by the Committee – with the margins justified.  She will liaise with Stuart to arrange the printing.
