YOUR ROADS – HOW YOUR MONEY WAS SPENT
Did you know that the Association is responsible for a network of 67 unadopted roads/streets/closes and cul-de-sacs in Ferring? a combined length of 17km and a surface area of just under 68,000 sq.metres.  We also maintain approx. 1.8 km of road drainage pipe work and approx. 285 gully pots, 12 catch pits and 26 soakaways. We also maintain 6 garden sites around the village.

We have completed the 10-year programme of road strengthening and resurfacing work, and works planned for 2010 have been completed in December 2009, which meant a price saving of 25% offered by the contractor, and VAT at only 15%.   This led to a savings of over £15,000.

Maintenance of the road surface is dependent on the drainage underneath and every gully pot has now been cleaned out and jetted.   187 metres of root cutting inside damaged pipes has been done, 23 cracked gully pot lids have been replaced and 114 re-sealed on to the pots; 12 catch pits have been cleaned and jetted and 21 soakaways were pumped out and the bottom area cored to encourage more water to disperse into the grass verges which front most properties.  The drainage works have cost £45,000, which has depleted our resources, so for 2010 there is just £5,000 for any essential small repair works.

Thank you to all of you who pay your contributions both for the roads and for the garden sites.  It means our village looks very well-maintained and the garden sites show to advantage.
